INCOME TAX INSTRUCTIONS

1. Residents of Bradford, Ohio, 18 and older must file a Bradford Income Tax Return. Also anyone who owns rental property, has a business in Bradford or has a business that performs work or services in Bradford must also file an Income Tax Return.
2. If married within the filing year, please mail your return showing your maiden name in with your joint return or list your maiden name on the joint return.

3. Taxable income means wages, salaries and other compensation paid by an employer or employers before any deduction and/or the profit from the operation of a business profession or other enterprise.

4. Not taxable are poor relief, unemployment, insurance benefits, and third party sick pay, old age pension or similar payments received from local, state or federal governments, proceeds from insurance, annuities, workman's compensation, or social security benefits.

5. Only credit of up to 1% paid to another village or city may be applied; however, money paid as a school tax or a county tax cannot be applied as a credit. Make sure the W-2 with city withholding is submitted, often time the school W-2 is submitted which will not provide the credit.

6. You must report "Local Wages" for village taxes. Use "box 18" off the

W-2 form which says "Local Wages." W-2's for construction workers:

Send all W-2's for each city worked, or supplemental page that shows

breakdown of all cities worked. (Local Wages should be the same as Medicare Wages)

7. Be sure to include all W-2's and necessary schedules for your business or rental properties. Also you and your spouse if joint need to sign the tax return.
8. Returns are due by April 15th of each year. Extensions need to be received by April 15th of each year. Copies of Federal Extension received by due date of return are accepted and will be extended until the last day after the month for which the federal return is extended.

9. Amounts of less than One Dollar ($1.00) shall not be collected or refunded.

10. $25.00 late penalty fee if return is filed after April 15th
11. It is the responsibility of the taxpayer to file their city tax return. Even though you file your federal, state, and school electronically; your city return must be mailed or dropped off.
